April 6, 1922 – International Order of the “Rainbow for Girls” founded in McAlester, Ok 

April 8, 1790 – Grand Lodge of New Hampshire was founded 

April 11, 1876 – Mackey Chapter of Rose Croix chartered in Colorado 

April 16, 1838 – Grand Lodge of Texas established in Houston 

April 17, 1787 – Grand Lodge of Maryland was founded 

April 20, 1884 – Pope Leo XIII published, Humanum Genus against Freemasonry  

 

Released in the ascent of the industrial age, Marxism, and the 

aftermath of the September 20, 1870, Capture of Rome.  

Humanum genus is principally a condemnation of Freemasonry 

which states that the late 19th century was a dangerous era for 

the Roman Catholic Church, largely due concepts  and practices 

it attributes to Freemasonry, namely naturalism, popular 

sovereignty, and the separation of church and state.
